At the end of your visit take advantage of a guided wine-
tasting of four wines and put into practice your new 
skills. The selected wines will help you to understand 
the difference between Pouilly sur Loire and Pouilly 
Fumé and the influence of the terroir on the aromas.

La Tour du Pouilly Fumé offers various activities 
such as walking through the vines, taking 
part in wine-tasting workshops, and meeting 
the winegrowers.
